The flag of the United
Kingdom, known as the
Union Jack, is made up of
three crosses. The upright
red cross on a white
background is the cross of
the 1 St George, the patron
of England. The white
diagonal cross on a blue
background is the cross of
St. Andrew, the patron of
Scotland. The red diagonal
Cross on a white
background is the cross of
St. Patrick, the patron of
Ireland.

The American flag is often
called “The Stars and
Stripes”, it is also called
“Old Glory”. It represents
the growth of the nation. It
has 13 stripes, 7 red and 6
white which stand for the
original 13 states. In the top
left hand corner there are
50 white stars on a blue
background: one star for
each state.

The state symbol of
Russia is a three-
coloured banner with
three horizontal
stripes: white, blue
and red. The white
stripe symbolizes the
earth, the blue one is
for the sky, and the
red one symbolizes
the liberty.
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
